The Davie County Board of Commissioners met at 7:00 p.m., Monday, April 6, 2009 in 
the Commissioners’ Room, Davie County Administration Building, 123 South Main 
Street, Mocksville, NC.

Chairman Anderson called the meeting to order. 
 
Mr. Nick Ashburn gave the invocation and led in the Pledge of Allegiance.  Nick is a 
junior at Davie High School and is in the top two percent of his class. He serves as the 
state Vice-President of the Northwest Region of North Carolina Future Business Leaders 
of America.  Nick also serves as President of the “His Life Youth Group” at Hillsdale 
United Methodist Church. 
 
Public Hearings: 

            A.  Closeout of the Community Development Block Grant for J.P. Green Milling 
Company, Economic Development Grant (Grant #04-E-1324):  Ms. Amanda 
Whitaker, with Hobbs Upchurch and Associates, stated that in 2004 Davie County 
received an Economic Development Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) 
from the NC Department of Commerce to install a rail spur at J. P. Green Milling 
Company.  This project is now complete. The purpose of the hearing is to receive public 
comment on the closeout of the grant.   
 
Ms. Beth Dirks, County Manager, opened the public hearing and asked if there was 
anyone present who wished to comment regarding the closeout of the Community 
Development Block Grant for J. P. Green Milling Company (Grant #04-E-1324). 
 
There being no one present who wished to comment, Ms. Dirks closed the public hearing. 
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B.  Closeout and Time Extension for Community Development Block Grant 
(CDBG), Individual Development Account (IDA) Program:  The purpose of the 
hearing is to receive public comment on the closeout of the Community Development 
Block Grant (CDBG) to Davie County, used for the Individual Development Account 
(IDA) Program at Social Services and extending the time period for closing the grant to 
May 22, 2009 to provide closeout documents to the NC Division of Community 
Assistance. 
 
Ms. Beth Dirks, County Manager, opened the public hearing and asked if there was 
anyone present who wished to comment regarding the closeout of the Community 
Development Block Grant used for the Individual Development Account Program and 
extending the time period to May 22, 2009. 
 
There being no one present who wished to comment, Ms. Dirks closed the public hearing. 
 
Commissioner Poindexter made a motion to approve the closeout and time extension for 
the Community Development Block Grant used for the Individual Development Account 
Program at Social Services.  Commissioner Jones seconded the motion.  The motion 
passed 5 to 0. 
 
C.  Zoning Map Amendment:  Laarousse, Incorporated requested to rezone 
approximately .676 acres that consists of two parcels of property from Residential (R-20) 
to Highway Business (HB).  The subject property is located on the east side of US 
Highway 601 North at the intersection of NC Highway 801 North and being described as 
Davie County Tax Parcels C3/8.01 and C3/142 (portion) and further described as per 
property description incorporated as part of the minutes.

The petitioner is the property owner Edres Brahim.  The property was originally zoned 
Residential (R-20) in 1973.  The Davie County Land Use Plan classifies this area as 
Rural Residential.  The Land Use Plan describes this area as: The predominant land use 
will be rural activities including farming, rural commercial business, and limited 
residential development.  This category is not intended for intense urban or suburban 
development, including major residential subdivisions (limited residential development 
may be appropriate). 
 
The parcel located to the south is owned by the applicant and is already zoned Highway 
Business (HB).  The petitioner has purchased a separate piece of property which he is 
going to utilize for septic purposes only.  The North Carolina Department of 
Transportation will not allow a driveway permit off of Highway 601.  The access will be 
off of Highway 801. 
    
This is a general use rezoning, so all uses in the Highway Business district must be 
considered.  The petitioner has indicated that he plans to build a convenience store. 
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Planning staff recommends approval of the request.  At its meeting on February 24, 2009, 
the Planning Board voted seven in favor and none opposed to approve the request. 
 
Ms. Beth Dirks, County Manager, opened the public hearing and asked if there was 
anyone present who wished to comment in favor of the request submitted by Laarousse, 
Inc. to rezone approximately .676 acres that consists of two parcels from Residential    
(R-20) to Highway Business (HB).   
       
Mr. John Grey, Grey Engineering, 254 West Water Street, Mocksville, NC, stated 
that he is the engineer for the Laarousse, Inc. project and has consulted with the NC 
Department of Transportation and the Davie County Health Department concerning 
required permits.  
 
Ms. Dirks asked if there was anyone present who wished to speak in opposition to the 
request submitted by Laarousse, Inc. 
 
There was no one present who wished to speak in opposition to the request or who would 
like additional information. 
 
There being no one else present who wished to speak, Ms. Dirks closed the public 
hearing. 
 
Commissioner Jones made a motion to approve the request for the zoning map 
amendment to rezone approximately .676 acres from Residential (R-20) to Highway 
Business (HB) as the amendment is consistent with all applicable adopted plans and 
considers the action to be reasonable and in the public interest.  Commissioner Poindexter 
seconded the motion.  The motion passed 5 to 0. 
 
Consent Agenda:  Budget Amendments No. 64 – 68 and Budget Transfers No. 79 – 80 
were added to the consent agenda. 
 

A. Approval of the Minutes – Commissioner Poindexter made a motion to approve 
the minutes of the March 2, 2009 regular meeting.  Commissioner Knight 
seconded the motion.  The motion passed 5 to 0. 

 
B. Tax Reports, Releases and Refunds – Commissioner Poindexter made a motion 

to approve the tax reports, releases and refunds for February 15, 2009 through 
March 14, 2009.  Commissioner Knight seconded the motion.  The motion passed

of the State grant does not obligate the County to any local funding or match requirement.  County 
financial support of the District Resource Center and Pretrial Release is only finalized with adoption of 
the County’s FY 2009-2010 budget.) 

 
D. Resolution in Support of New I-85 Bridge Over the Yadkin River in 

Davidson County – Commissioner Poindexter made a motion to approve the 
resolution in support of a new I-85 bridge over the Yadkin River in Davidson 
County as per resolution incorporated as part of the minutes.  Commissioner 
Knight seconded the motion.  The motion passed 5 to 0.

Mr. Eddie Leagans, 1001 Pudding Ridge Road, Mocksville, expressed appreciation to 
the commissioners for their commitment of service to the citizens of Davie County. 
 
Mr. Wayne Webb, 1848 Highway 801 N., Mocksville, briefly discussed the Davie 
Futures project titled “Charting a Course, a Strategic Plan for Davie County”.  The 
project began in March 1987 and consisted of more than 50 people representing a cross-
section of Davie County’s citizens and communities that joined together to examine the 
future of Davie County.  The goal of Davie Futures was to focus on a few issues of 
critical importance.  After a series of meetings and discussions, the following four major 
issues were identified: (1) Economic Development, (2) Education, (3) Infrastructure, and 
(4) Quality of Life.   
 
Mr. Webb reviewed some of the strengths and weaknesses that were mentioned in the 
Davie Futures report.  He stated that 20 years ago needs were recognized that still have 
not been achieved.
