Chairman Poindexter called the meeting to order.
Commissioner White offered the invocation and led in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Presentation of Building Plan for the G. Allen Mebane Hall on the Davie Campus of
Davidson County Community College: Mr. Rusty Hunt, Vice-President of Financial and
Administrative Services, DCCC, presented building plans for the proposed G. Allen Mebane
Hall on the Davie Campus of DCCC. The building will be named after the late Allen Mebane,
who started the Mebane Charitable Foundation which has generously donated millions of dollars
to Davie County Schools for education and technology.

The three-story building will include space for the Early College program as well as additional
space for community college use. The building will be LEED certified which means that green
practices will be used for construction and operation. A portion of the building will have a
hybrid geo-thermal heating and cooling system for energy efficiency. It will be an educational
building and will be used as a teaching tool, letting students know about the green efforts and
why certain materials were used in the construction. The building was designed with the STEM
initiative in mind.
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Request from the Davie County Board of Education for the Early College Facility Needs:
On July 6, 2010, the Davie County Board of Education adopted a resolution requesting that the
Davie County Board of Commissioners provide funding or financing for the new construction of
approximately 12,000 sq. ft. of additional space on the DCCC Campus for the Early College
Program as per resolution incorporated as part of the minutes.

Commissioner Anderson made a motion to approve the request from the Davie County Board of
Education for the construction of approximately 12,000 sq. ft. of additional space on the Davie
Campus of DCCC for the Early College Program. Commissioner White seconded the motion.
The motion passed 5 to 0.

Commitment to Fund the Construction of the Early College Facility:

Commissioner Anderson made a motion to commit $2,000,000 to fund the construction of
approximately 12,000 sq. ft. of additional space on the Davie Campus of DCCC contingent upon
receipt of a not to exceed $3,800,000 grant from The Mebane Charitable Foundation, including a
provision that the county will expend the $2,000,000 prior to expending the $3,800,000, with any
unused funds being retained by the Mebane Charitable Foundation. Commissioner Jones
seconded the motion. The motion passed 5 to 0.

Mr. James J. Stockert, Deputy County Manager, reviewed the county’s funding options for the
$2,000,000: (1) a general obligation bond, (2) a lease purchase agreement, or (3) use of fund
balance (including hold harmless funds).

The Board will appropriate the $2,000,000 for the Early College facility at the August 2, 2010
regular meeting.

Adjournment: Commissioner Anderson made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:44 a.m.
Commissioner Hoth seconded the motion. The motion passed 5 to 0.
