The Davie County Board of Commissioners met in regular session at 6:00 p.m., Monday, 
June 2, 2008 in the Commissioners’ Room of the Davie County Administration Building, 
123 South Main Street, Mocksville, NC.

Chairman Fleming called the meeting to order. 
 
Public Comments: 
Mr. Jesse Gentry, 3198 Highway 801 N., Mocksville, asked the commissioners to view 
information on a website advertising the motorcycle rally, “Smoke Out East”, scheduled 
for June 20-22, 2008 at the Farmington Dragstrip.  Mr. Gentry stated that he and his 
neighbor do not approve of some of the events that are being advertised.               
  
Presentation of Eagle Scout Project:  Mr. William Mills, a member of Boy Scout Troop 
No. 732 sponsored by Bethlehem United Methodist Church, briefly discussed a service 
project that he undertook as part of the requirement for obtaining the rank of Eagle Scout. 
Mr. Mills is currently a Life Scout serving as Senior Patrol Leader. 
 
Mr. Mills, along with fellow scouts, spent the past year attending PTA meetings at Shady 
Grove Elementary, Cornatzer Elementary and North Davie Middle School to educate the 
community about cycling and sharing the road.  Mr. Mills obtained 506 signatures of 
Davie County residents who are in favor of designating Cornatzer Road as a State 
recognized bike route.   
 
Mr. Mills would like the Board of Commissioners to make a formal request to the North 
Carolina Department of Transportation to designate Cornatzer Road as a bike route.

Mr. Terry Bralley, County Manager, stated that the county would need to take this 
request to the Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) and the Rural Planning 
Organization (RPO) for consideration since the county does not have any authority 
related to roads.

Davie County for consideration of designating Cornatzer Road as a State recognized bike 
route complete with Share the Road signs. Commissioner Poindexter seconded the 
motion.

A. Smart Start of Davie County Board of Directors – Commissioner

6.  Budget Amendments/Transfers – Commissioner Anderson made a motion to 
approve Budget Amendments No. 74 (Library), No. 75 (Capital Projects), No. 76 
(Detention), No. 77 (Social Services),  No. 78 (Occupancy Tax), No. 79 (Fund 
Balance), No. 80 (Sheriff), No. 81 (Sheriff), No. 82 (Detention), and Budget 
Transfers No. 128 (Health), No. 132 (Contingency), No. 150 (Capital Projects),     
No. 156 (Detention), and No. 169 (Sheriff).  Commissioner Knight seconded the 
message.  The motion passed 5 to 0.    

    
Public Hearing – Closing of First Street in the T. W. Graham Plat:  The purpose of 
the public hearing is to receive comments on the proposed road closing of an unopened 
public street.  First Street runs between Main Church Road (S.R. 1405) and Cana Road 
(S.R. 1408) and is further shown on the T.W. Graham Plat recorded in the Davie County 
Registry in Plat Book 2, Page 72.   
 
At the request of the property owners (Gray A. Laymon and wife Betty Jo Laymon; and 
Sharon Ann Slater), the Davie County Board of Commissioners adopted a resolution on 
May 5, 2008 declaring the intent to close First Street in the T.W. Graham Plat (an 
unopened public road). 
 
Mr. Terry Bralley, County Manager, opened the public hearing and asked if there was 
anyone present who wished to comment on the closing of First Street in the T. W. 
Graham Plat. 
 
There being no one present who wished to comment, Mr. Bralley closed the public 
hearing. 
 
Commissioner Poindexter made a motion to approve the closing of First Street in the     
T. W. Graham Plat as per resolution incorporated as part of the minutes.  Commissioner 
Knight seconded the motion.  The motion passed 5 to 0.

Staff Reports: 
Ms. Beth Dirks, Assistant County Manager/Human Resource Director, reported on 
activities in the following departments: (1) Elections – A Second Primary is scheduled 
for Tuesday, June 24, 2008.  Early voting begins Thursday, June 5, 2008. (2) Domestic 
Violence – There has been an increase in cases involving domestic violence.  Staff has 
been educating the public on the services that are available. (3) EMS – A groundbreaking 
for EMS Station III was held on May 21, 2008.  Construction has already begun on the 
new facility. (4) Communication - The State is working to construct a VIPER Tower off 
of Dalton Road at the landfill site.  Federal and State funds will be used for this project. 
(5) Public Utilities – A pre-construction meeting was held last week on the Highway 64 
water line project with an anticipated completion date of six months.  The construction on 
the Redland Road Booster Pump Station has begun.     
 
Mr. James J. Stockert, Deputy County Manager/Finance Director, reported on the 
following: (1) GDS, Inc. plans to increase the rate for residential garbage collection.     
The rate increase requires approval from the Board of Commissioners pursuant to the 
Solid Waste Ordinance (§50.03). (2)  Finance - The audit for fiscal year 2007-2008 is 
underway. (3) Library – The Summer Reading Program will begin on June 16, 2008.   
(4) Social Services – A new document imaging program will begin this month.                  
(5) Cooperative Extension – Farm Animal Day was held May 8, 2008 at the Jim Eaton 
Farm for all second graders in the Davie County School system.  The Extension 
Volunteer and Contributor Appreciation Picnic was held on May 16, 2008 at the Center 
Community Center. 
 
County Manager’s Report:  Mr. Terry Bralley, County Manager, reported on the 
following items: (1) Hospital Certificate of Need Applications – The second CON 
application has been filed by Wake Forest University Baptist Medical Center for the new 
Davie Hospital.  The State will make a decision regarding the application around August 
26, 2008.  Representative Julia Howard introduced legislation (H2598) which directs the 
North Carolina Department of Health and Human Services to consider certain factors 
with respect to certificate of need applications for rural hospitals. (2)  Smoke Out East – 
Staff continues to work on a resolution that will be satisfactory to all parties regarding the 
motorcycle rally planned for June 20-22, 2008 at the Farmington Dragstrip.
