as part of the minutes.  Commissioner Poindexter seconded the motion.  The 
motion passed 4 to 0. 

 
Public Hearings:   

A. Map and Text Amendment: The North Carolina Floodplain Mapping Program 
has completed new Flood Insurance Rate Maps (FIRMs) for Davie County.  This 
has resulted in changes to Special Flood Hazard Area (SFHA) boundaries and 
Base Flood Elevations (BFE) within the county.  The purpose of this public 
hearing is to adopt the revised Flood Insurance Rate Maps (FIRMs) and a new 
Flood Damage Prevention Ordinance to maintain eligibility for the National Flood 
Insurance Program. 

 
The Davie County Planning Board reviewed the new Flood Insurance Rate Maps and 
Flood Damage Prevention Ordinance at its meeting on August 26, 2008 and voted six (6) 
in favor and none opposed to approve as presented. 
 
Mr. Terry Bralley, County Manager, opened the pubic hearing and asked if there was 
anyone present who wished to comment, or who had questions, regarding the revised 
Flood Insurance Rate Maps and Flood Damage Prevention Ordinance.   
 
Mr. Rick Deluchia, 169 Reserve Drive, Mocksville, stated that he lives at Lake Louise 
in a new home that was built in a floodplain according to the new Flood Insurance Rate 
Maps.  He explained that his home lies below the second spillway of Lake Louise.        
Mr. Deluchia inquired as to why a building permit would have been issued. 
 
Mr. Don Stevens, 173 Reserve Drive, Mocksville, expressed the same concerns as     
Mr. Deluchia and inquired how the problem could be resolved.   
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Mr. Bralley stated that he would investigate this problem with staff and get back with      
Mr. Deluchia and Mr. Stevens with his findings. 
 
Unidentified Speaker inquired if there were any regulations for the maintenance of 
streams that are located on a person’s property. 
 
Mr. Bralley stated that there is no local ordinance dealing with stream maintenance. 
  
There being no one else present who wished to comment, Mr. Bralley closed the public 
hearing. 
 
Commissioner Frye made a motion to approve the new Flood Insurance Rate Maps 
(FIRMs) and Flood Damage Prevention Ordinance as per ordinance incorporated as part 
of the minutes.  Commissioner Anderson seconded the motion.  The motion passed         
4 to 0.

B. Zoning Map Amendment:  Davie County is requesting to rezone approximately 
one (1) acre from Residential (R-20) to Residential-Agricultural (RA).  Subject 
property is located west of 126 Snow Beck Trail and being further described as 
Davie County Tax parcel G1/21 (portion). 

 
The property is owned by Lisa York.  There is currently a singlewide mobile home 
located on the property due to a permit being issued in error.  Singlewide mobile homes 
are not allowed in the R-20 zoning district.  A portion of the property is already zoned 
Residential Agricultural (RA).   
 
Staff finds that the proposed rezoning is compatible with the land uses in the surrounding 
area and is consistent with the Land Development Plan and recommends approval. 
 
At its meeting on July 22, 2008, the Davie County Planning Board voted to approve the 
amendment by a vote of six (6) in favor and none opposed as the amendment is consistent 
with all applicable adopted plans. 
 
Mr. Terry Bralley, County Manager, opened the public hearing and asked if there was 
anyone present who wished to speak in favor of the request to rezone approximately one 
(1) acre from Residential (R-20) to Residential Agricultural (RA). 
 
There was no one present who wished to speak in favor of the rezoning. 
 
Mr. Bralley asked if there was anyone present who wished to speak in opposition to the 
request to rezone approximately one (1) acre from Residential (R-20) to Residential 
Agricultural (RA). 
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There being no one present who wished to comment, Mr. Bralley closed the public 
hearing. 
 
Commissioner Poindexter made a motion to approve the request to rezone approximately 
one (1) acre (owned by Lisa York) from Residential (R-20) to Residential Agricultural 
(RA) as the amendment is consistent with all applicable adopted plans and considers the 
action to be reasonable and in the public interest.  Commissioner Frye seconded the 
motion.  The motion passed 4 to 0. 
 

C. Zoning Map Amendment: James P. Michael is requesting to rezone 
approximately 4.3 acres from Residential Agricultural (RA) to Industrial 3-
Special Conditions (I-3-S).  Subject property is located on the south side of Daniel 
Road to the rear of properties at 155 and 167 Daniel Road and being further 
described as Davie County Tax Parcel L5/4 (portion). 

 
The property is located in an area designated as Commercial/Mixed Use on the Davie 
County Land Use Category Map.  The property is located in the WS-4 Watershed area 
which will limit the amount of impervious surface to 36% for nonresidential 
development.            
 
Staff finds that the proposed rezoning is compatible with the land uses in the surrounding 
area and is consistent with the Land Development Plan with conditions as incorporated as 
part of the minutes.

At its meeting on July 22, 2008, the Davie County Planning Board voted six (6) in favor 
and none opposed to approve the rezoning, with conditions as recommended by staff, as 
the amendment is consistent with all applicable adopted plans. 
 
Mr. Terry Bralley, County Manager, opened the public hearing and asked if there was 
anyone present who wished to speak in favor of the request to rezone approximately 4.3 
acres from Residential Agricultural (RA) to Industrial 2-Special Conditions (I-3-S). 
 
Mr. Robert Stone, Stone Surveying, stated that he prepared the site plan for this request 
and would be available to answer any technical questions. 
 
Mr. James Michael, petitioner, stated that he plans to build a warehouse type building 
for a NASCAR vendor to store his inventory.  He stated that he would like for the 
property to be able to generate some income.  
 
Mr. Bralley asked if there was anyone present who wished to speak in opposition to the 
request to rezone approximately 4.3 acres from Residential Agricultural (RA) to 
Industrial 3-Special Conditions (I-3-S). 
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There being no one else present who wished to comment, Mr. Bralley closed the public 
hearing. 
 
Rezoning 
Commissioner Anderson made a motion to approve the request submitted by James P. 
Michael to rezone approximately 4.3 acres from Residential Agricultural (RA) to 
Industrial 3-Special Conditions as the amendment is consistent with all applicable 
adopted plans and considers the action to be reasonable and in the public interest.  
Commissioner Poindexter seconded the motion.  The motion passed 4 to 0.   
  
Conditions 
Commissioner Anderson made a motion to approve the conditions, as recommended by 
staff and as incorporated as Attachment F on the 4.3 acres rezoned to Industrial 3-Special 
Conditions.  Commissioner Poindexter seconded the motion.  The motion passed 4 to 0. 
 
Overview of the Development of the 2009 Schedule of Values:  Ms. Judy Lowtharpe, 
Revaluation Coordinator, presented an overview of the development of the 2009 
Schedule of Values.  The new property values will be effective January 1, 2009 and will 
be reflected on the 2009 tax bills.  The 2009 Schedule of Values will cover the period of 
2009 – 2013. 
 
The majority of the reappraisal has been conducted by in-house appraisal staff in the 
Davie County Tax Department.    The reappraisal of industrial and commercial properties 
was contracted out to RS&M Appraisal Services, Inc.        
 
Ms. Lowtharpe reviewed the various methods used to determine the market value of 
property, the appeal process, and valid and invalid reasons for citizens to appeal their 
value. 
 
Health Insurance Renewal:  Two quotes were received to provide health insurance 
coverage for employees and dependents.  It is staff’s recommendation to accept the quote 
submitted by the North Carolina Association of County Commissioners Group Benefits 
Pool to provide coverage for health insurance with Cigna as the provider for the period of 
November 1, 2008 through November 1, 2009.  The plan and benefits will remain the 
same.  (Davie County will receive an additional participation discount of $5,598.00 from 
the NCACC Risk Management Pool.)  
 
Staff also recommended increasing the county’s contribution for dependent coverage 
from $67.02 to $100.00. 
 
Commissioner Frye made a motion to accept the quote submitted by the North Carolina 
Association of County Commissioners Group Benefits Pool to provide health insurance 
coverage through Cigna for employees and their dependents for the period of November 
1, 2008 through November 1, 2009 as per rates incorporated as part of the minutes, and to  
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increase the amount of the county’s contribution for dependent coverage from $67.02 to 
$100.00.  Commissioner Poindexter seconded the motion.  The motion passed 4 to 0.

Discussion Regarding Water Conservation Measures:  Ms. Beth Dirks, Assistant 
County Manager/Human Resource Director, stated that Davie County has submitted its 
Water Conservation Plan to the State.  The proposed plan does not call for mandatory 
water conservation measures at this time.  Davie County is now compliant with State 
regulations and guidelines.  The proposed plan uses measurable goals of actual water 
levels of in the river to determine water conservation measures and will not require the 
Board of Commissioners to approve the various stages of water conservation.   
 
The county is awaiting State approval of the proposed Water Conservation Plan. 
   
Request For New Road Deputy Position and Budget Amendment:  Mr. James J. 
Stockert, Deputy County Manager/Finance Director, explained that on July 1, 2008, 
Davie County began euthanizing animals at the Animal Shelter with lethal injection.  The 
plan was to contract with a local veterinarian to perform this service.  The veterinarian 
has since closed the practice.  
 
Sheriff Andy Stokes has agreed to have the euthanasia program placed under the 
Sheriff’s Department if another road deputy position is added to his staff.  The current 
program takes approximately five to eight hours per week to administer.  The additional 
road deputy position would give the Sheriff’s Department an additional 32 – 35 hours of 
coverage.  The additional cost is approximately $22,000 including salary and benefits. 
(This does not include the cost of equipment and supplies.)   
 
Dr. Emily Robertson has agreed to assist with this program by: (1) Training of personnel; 
(2) Purchasing the drugs; (3) Storage and monitoring of the drugs; and (4) Monitoring the 
program to insure compliance. 
 
If the Animal Shelter changes policy and goes back to euthanasia by gas chamber, this 
position would be eliminated from the Sheriff’s Department budget. 
 
Commissioner Frye made a motion to approve the additional road deputy position (Grade 
63) to operate the lethal injection euthanasia program at the Animal Shelter and 
additional funding as per Budget Amendment No. 22 incorporated as part of the minutes.  
Commissioner Poindexter seconded the motion.  The motion passed 4 to 0. 
 
County Manager’s Report: 
Mr. Terry Bralley, County Manager reported on the following items: (1) Wake Forest 
University Baptist Medical Center has received approval from the State to build a 
replacement hospital in eastern Davie County.  (2) Mr. Bralley announced that he has 
been hired as Davie County’s first President of Economic Development.  He will be  
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retiring as county manager effective September 30, 2008.  Mr. Bralley expressed 
appreciation to the Board of Commissioners for its support during his tenure with Davie 
County. 
      
Staff Reports: 
Mr. James J. Stockert, Deputy County Manager/Finance Director, reported on the 
following item: (1) The annual fund raiser for Senior Services, “Taste of the Town”, will 
be held on Tuesday, September 23, 2008. 
 
Ms. Beth Dirks, Assistant County Manager/Human Resource Director, reported on the 
following items:  (1) A generator is being installed as a backup for the Information 
Technology Department.  (2) EMS Station III is now in service.  (3) The Redland Road 
Booster Pump Station project is almost complete.  The reverse E911 system will be used 
to notify customers of the change in water pressure.

Posting of County Manager Position – With the retirement of Mr. Terry Bralley, the 
county manager position will be vacant.   
 
Ms. Beth Dirks, Assistant County Manager/Human Resource Director, stated that the 
position could be filled by: (1) reclassification of existing staff, or (2) internal posting of 
the position announcement for seven (7) working days.  
 
Commissioner Anderson made a motion to approve the internal posting of the position 
announcement for county manager for a period of seven working days as per 
announcement incorporated as part of the minutes.  Commissioner Frye seconded the 
motion.  The motion passed 4 to 0.

(1)	 Tbe reference level sha]] be elevated at least as high as the depth number specified on the Flood Insurance Rate 
Map (FIRM), in feeT, plus a freeboard of nvo (2) feet, above the highest adjacent grade; or at least four (4) feet 
above the highest adjacent grade if no depth Dumber is specified. 

(2)	 Non-residential structures may, in lieu of elevation, be floodproofed to the same level as required in imicle 5, Section 
G(1) so that the struCTUre, together with attendant utility and sanitary facilities, below th31 level shall be \vatenight vvith 
wa]]s substantial1y impenneable to the passage of water and with structural components having the capability of 
resisting hydrostatic and hydrodynamic loads and effects of buoyancy. Certification is required in accordance with 
l\J1icle 4, Section B(3) and .Article 5, Section B(2). 

(3)	 AdeqUate drainage paths shall be provided around structures on slopes, to guide floodwaters around and away from 
proposed structures, 

ARTICLE 6. LEGAL STATUS PROVISIONS. 

SECTION A. EFFECT ON RIGHTS AND LIABILITIES UNDER THE EXISTING FLOOD DAI\'lAGE
 
PREVENTION ORDINANCE.
 

This ordinance in pan comes forward by re-enactment of some oftbe provisions of the Flood Damage Prevention Ordinance
 
enacted July 7, 1975 as amended, and it is nOT the intention to repeal but rather to re-enact and continue to enforce without
 
interruption of such existing provisions, so that all rights and liabilities that have accrued there under are reserved and may be
 
enforced. The enactment of this ordinance sha]] not affect any action, suit or proceeding instiTUted or pending. All
 
provisions of the Flood Damage Prevention Ordinance of Davie COUDty enacted on July 7, 1975, as amended, which are not
 
reenacted herein, are repealed.
 

The date of the initial Flood Damage Prevention Ordinance for each municipal jurisdiction within Davie County is as
 
follows:
 

Mocksville, Tovm of, dated August 1,2000 

SECTION B. EFFECT UPON OUTSTANDING FLOODPLAm DEVELOPMENT PERMITS. 

Nothing herein contained shall require any change in the plans, construction, size, or designated use of any development or 
any part thereof for which a floodplain development pennit has been granted by the floodplain administrator or his or her 
authorized agents before the time of passage of this ordinance; provided, however, that when constmctiol1 is nor begun under 
such outstanding permit within a period of six (6) months subsequent to the date of issuance of the outstanding permit, 
constJUction or use shall be in confonnity with the provisions ofthis ordinance. 

SECTION C. SEVER.ABILITY.
 
If any section, clause, sentence, or phrase ofthe Ordinance is held to be invalid or unconstitutional by any court of competent
 
jurisdiction, then said holding shall in no way effect the validity of the remaining portions ofthis Ordinance.
 

SECTION D. EFFECTIVE DATE. 

This ordinance shall become effective upon adoption.

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X.	 PLANNING STAFF FINDINGS 
Staff finds that the proposed rezoning is compatible with the land uses in the 
surrounding area and is consistent with the Land Development Plan with the following 
conditions' 

1.	 Landscaping. A minimum of a 10 foot well landscaped buffer shall be installed along all 
abutting residenti,,1 properties. The buffer shall consist of a minimum of 2 large shad,e 
trees and 8 evergreen trees per 100 linear feet of the buffer. Sh"de trees shall be 'a 
minimum 2 inch caliper at planting and be of a type which grows to a mature height of at 
least 40 feet. Evergreen trees shall be container variety and a minimum of 3 feet in 
height at planting. 

2.	 Landscaping. All parking and drive areas shall have a 10 foot landscaped area that 
consists of 2 large trees and 2 sman trees per 100 feet. 

3.	 No activity on the property shall produce any noise, in the opinion of the Zoning 
Enforcement Officer, which is of a "level or quality" which creates a "nuisance" to 
adjoining or adjacent property owners. Noise "level or quality" shall include the volume, 
lOne, frequency, or any other characteristic of the noise. A "nuisance" is noise 
detenmined to be offensive to a person of normal sensitivities. 
No activity or business within the development shall create or cause dust, odors, fumes, 
vapors or similar environmental effects which, in the opinion of the Zoning Enforcement 
Officer, would constitute a nuisance to adjoining or adjacent residential properties. This 
condition does not restrict lawful activities which are regulated and properly permitted by 
the North Carolina Department of Environment and Natural Resources or other local or 
state agency. 

5.	 No outdoor lighting shall be installed other than normal residential dusk to dawn 
lighting. No lighting shall be directed onto adjacent property. Flood lights or other 
high-intensity lighting shall be prohibited. 

6.	 Outdoor storage of any kind shall be screened from public view. Outdoor storage 
includes materials, equipment, paris, supplies of any type, or any other item located 
on the property. 

7.	 Commercial/Industrial Driveway main entrances shall have a minimum throat width of 
35 feet. If a raised median is provided in the driveway throat, the driveway width shall 
be widened as necessary to accommodate the number of ingress and egress lanes 
required, With a minimum ingress lane width of 18 feet. The minimum driveway 
median width shall be 4 feet and the maximum width shall be 10 feet. The nose of the 
median shall be no Jess than 7 feet and no more than 15 feet from the gutter flow line. 

8.	 A Street serving an industrial/commercial subdivision shall have a minimum right-of­
way width of 50 feet, and a 36 foot paved section. Additional right-of-way and 
pavement may be required at intersections for deceleration lanes and turn lanes, as 
specified by NC DOT or Davie County Project Review Committee. 

9.	 The site shall be limited to the following uses as permitted by right or with a special use 
permit or by approval of the Project Review Committee:
